extension beyond the fencing board length. Insert Aluminium Strips (B) into the Fencing Posts
(C), avoiding the side for attaching the fencing board.
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2 Dig holes at the measured positions, approximately 720mm deep with a diameter about 4
times the post diameter. Place 150mm of gravel at the bottom of the hole.
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3 Insert the fence posts (C) into the holes, ensuring they are vertical. Pour concrete to 50mm
below ground level and fill with sand to ground level.
